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The Analysis of Australia’s Participation in
AUKUS: From the Perspective of the Middle
Power Diplomacy

Abstract

Australia as a middle power, it is necessary to cooperate with
other like-minded countries and actively participate in various bi-
lateral and multilateral international organizations. To influence in-
ternational affairs by collective power and jointly maintains a rules-
based international order, in order to ensure its economic interests
and national security. Since the Russian-Ukrainian war in February
2022 and the visited of former US House Speaker Nancy Pelosi to
Taiwan in August of the same year, the Chinese People’s Liberation
Army has conducted military exercises against Taiwan continuous-
ly. US-led alliances with countries in critical geostrategic locations
can reduce the cost of setting up military bases overseas alone and
strengthen the defense capabilities of local countries to gain an ad-
vantage in the regional balance of power. This article will discuss,
under the premise, how the Australian government maintains its
national interests and leadership in the South Pacific and joins the
AUKUS.
